SANDY predicts this year will be
a very, difficult year for the ANC,
saying “they cannot hide as many
untruths will be revealed”.

SANDY says Helen Zille needs to be more
careful with her health.

“Personally I believe she has some health
problems looming, some operation will be
required or at least she will be seeing spe-
cialist doctors,” she says.

“There are some internal legal issues and
decisions that need to be made within the DA
about Helen and Patricia de Lille [who must
join hands and not unseat one another], as
partnership is the key word versus splitting
or resigning.

“However, the EFF will gain
additional credibility, and
Julius Malema will be
restyled and glossed-up to
be marketed as a leader of
note too.”
